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FOUNDATION PROGRAMME 

Foundation department aims at offering cross 
disciplinary environment to the entrants by way 
of enhanced interaction and experience. This 
transition programme develops a culture among 
students and prepares them for life as skilled and 
socially aware designers and fashion technologists. 
The Foundation Programme is offered to both the 
design as well as technology students. Subjects 
taught during Foundation Programme of design 
programmes focus on representation techniques, 
arts, craft and design sensibilities, design concepts, 
methods, processes and orientation towards 
Fashion. Subjects taught during Foundation 
Programme of technology programme include 
material exploration, data handling techniques, 
product development, fabric sciences and fashion 
orientation amongst others. 

The Foundation Programme pioneers use of digital 
design technologies and communication mediums. 
The experience provides students the necessary 
space for augmenting their passion through 
skilling, collaborative value creation and provides 
them with a strong foundation that is required for 
their bachelor’s degree. The experience gained 
in the first year inculcates holistic development 
amongst the student community. 

The programme also includes courses that directly 
and indirectly support personality development. 
Along with major subjects, general electives 
are introduced from foundation level to allow 
students to strengthen their co-curricular abilities. 

The general electives enhance the fundamental 
cognitive orientation of student encompassing the 
whole of the individual’s or society knowledge and 
point of view. These include natural philosophy, 
fundamental, existential and normative postulates, 
themes, values, emotions and ethics. Emphasis is 
also given on developing problem-solving skills and 
critical thinking skills. General electives in music, 
dance and theatre, are introduced to engender 
performances by group of students. The premise 
of each piece is well argued and supported by 
research and reading and the general electives 
help students to communicate effectively and 
appropriately.

During the first year of study, students are engaged 
with a range of facilitators including motivators, 
Industry experts, practitioners, trendsetters, 
performing artists, theorists and designers.

Expert sessions were arranged in varied areas to 
provide interesting perspective to the students 
on courses that they were engaged in. A number 
of workshops were arranged specifically for 
students of Foundation Programme on areas 
like Spatial Mapping, Fashion Styling, Fashion 
Forecasting, Street Art and Body Painting, 
Design Process, Jewelry and Fashion, Fashion 
and Makeup, Surface Techniques, Home Fashion, 
Yarn, Recycling of Materials, Trend Spotting 
and Cool Hunting, Capacitor & Transformer, 
Data Management Techniques, Development of 
Surfaces and Intersection of Solid, Development 
& Importance of Pattern Making & Garment 
Construction in Garment Industry, Materials & 
Manufacturing Processes in Industry, Overview 
of Basics of Art Appreciation & Role of Culture 
in Art, Understanding of Colour, Ideation process 
in Integrated Design Project, Story Telling and 
Synthesis for Creative Thinking.

The students were also encouraged to attend 
webinars and participate in workshops and online 
events that were offered by other organizations 
during the pandemic.

As part of the curriculum, industry visits and 
outdoor academic activities are conducted to 
provide holistic exposure to the students. However, 
with most activities being turned to virtual mode 
for the major part of the year, faculty members in 
the department worked tirelessly & left no stone 
unturned to explore opportunities and bring at 
par benefit to the students.

Over the last 35 years, the overarching objective 
of the programme is to enable the integrated 
development of future professionals who will 
contribute to the growth of the apparel industry 
through a global outlook with an Indian soul.
Partnering with the retail and exports industry, 
associating with the handcrafting sectors, and 
also in niche and emerging areas of digital and 
technical design, several graduates venture into 
entrepreneurship. The Fashion Design department 
at NIFT has distinguished itself through its 
progressive approach to design education and 
association with the Indian fashion industry. The 
department has 92 faculty members across 17 
campuses, namely Bengaluru, Bhubaneswar, 
Bhopal, Chennai, Gandhinagar, Hyderabad, 
Jodhpur, Kangra, Kolkata, Kannur, Mumbai, New 
Delhi, Patna, Raebareli, Shillong, Srinagar and 
Panchkula.

The Fashion Design Programme primarily focuses 
on current industry trends and innovations in 
apparel designing and production with focus  
on current industry realities as well as emerging 

sectors. Creative ideation finds practical expression 
through core subjects that include Design and 
Illustration, Apparel Development with Pattern 
Making, Draping and Garment Construction as 
the core components and Value Addition for 
different industry segments. A combination of 
manual, technological and digital inputs develop 
skill competencies for actualizing designs in 
different categories for specific market segments. 
The Two Deepening Specialization pathways are 
Luxury and Couture and Image Creation & Styling 
for extended career choices, targeting high-end 
limited edition segment and Image creation and 
Styling focusing on celebrity culture and social 
media respectively.

Minors viz. Fashion Explorations, Fashion 
Representation for undergraduate students and 
Fashion Process for the post graduate students.

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TEXTILE DESIGN 

The Textile Design programme equips students 
with the knowledge and hones their creativity 
and understanding of design applications for 
the Apparel and Home Fashion industries. The 
programme builds upon the integration of creative 
forces of design with textile technology, and keeps 
in mind the historical, social and cultural contexts 
in which the designers work today. The Textile 
Design department at NIFT has distinguished 
itself through its unique and innovative approach 
to design education and through its proximity 
to the Indian fashion and textiles industry. The 
department has 81 faculty members across 15 
campuses. At present, around 1580 students 
are pursuing Textile Design in 15 campuses viz. 
Bengaluru, Bhopal, Bhubaneswar, Chennai, Delhi, 
Gandhinagar, Hyderabad, Jodhpur, Kangra, 
Kannur, Kolkata, Mumbai, Panchkula, Patna and 
Shillong.
 
The Curriculum and deliverance

The Textile Design programme primarily focuses 
on Weaves, Prints and Surface Embellishments on 
textiles, using both hand and digital skills through 
an application-oriented approach. The curriculum 
structure is designed to instill a strong textile 
foundation with an increased industry interface by 
way of visits, industry-linked projects, and lectures 
by industry experts. The curriculum addresses new 
emerging areas such as technical textiles, smart 
fabric technology and futuristic textiles in order 
to respond to the emerging industry needs. The 
students also get exposure to a craft environment 

by way of craft cluster initiative, which sensitizes 
them to traditional practices.
In an endeavor to equip students to design 
textiles for a specific product category and textile 
applications, Textiles for Apparel & Fashion 
Accessories and Textiles for Home & Spaces are 
offered as the Deepening Specialization options for 
the students from semester-IV. In each semester, 
the Major and Deepening Specialization is 
integrated to strengthen the knowledge base with 
strong industry orientation in the three core areas, 
viz., weaves, prints and surface embellishment 
which shall prepare the graduates to contribute 
effectively to the respective industry. 
The Textile Design department offers three 
interdisciplinary minors to the other departments, 
viz., Textile Structure and Surface, and Textile 
Appreciation for undergraduate students, 
and Textile Manufacturing and Sourcing for 
postgraduate students to provide a comprehensive 
understanding of textiles and their application in 
different fields.
  
Industry Connects and projects

In the session 2021-2022, the Textile Design

The Knitwear Design Department addresses the 
need of specialized design professionals for the 
Knitweardomain of Fashion Apparel & Accessories 
industry. The department provides students a 
comprehensive exposure towards designing 
and execution of Knitted Fashion garments and 
products. The scope of curriculum encompasses 
multiple segments, from foundation garments 
to outerwear. Students are given inputs on the 
latest technological knowhow and detailed design 
methodologies to remain abreast with latest 
trends and forecast in fashion. The department 
enables students to grow as professionals who can 
handle all aspects of Knitwear Fashion, right from 
designing of fabric to product realization.
The department has 40 faculty members across 
7 campuses. At present, around 260 students 
are pursuing Knitwear Design in 7 campuses viz. 
Bengaluru, Chennai, Delhi, Hyderabad, Kannur, 
Kolkata and  Mumbai.

The Curriculum and deliverance

Through four years of amalgamated exposure in 
knowledge and skill, a Knitwear Designer seeks 
to emerge with a blend of creative thinking, 
strong technical skills, and a dynamic market 
orientation with respect to Flat Knits, Circular 
Knits and Computerized Knitting. The students 
acquire capabilities to work for all categories 
of Knitwear Apparels - men’s wear, women’s 
wear, kids wear leisure wear and winter wear. 
Deepening specializations are being offered 
to the students in the 2 most fastest growing 

categories - activeorsportswear and lingerie 
andintimateapparels.The students also get 
exposure to a craft environment by way of 
craft cluster initiative, which sensitizes them to 
traditional practices. 
The Intimate Apparel specialization aims to 
provide opportunity to the students to specialise 
in the intimate apparel segment of Knitwear. The 
students shall learn to design concepts of intimate 
apparel collection staking inspiration from the 
latest trends, forecasts, design aesthetic and 
renowned peer works. It further provides scopes 
to develop intimate apparel products by learning 
technical aspects of designing and construction 
techniques. 

The Sportswear specialisation provides a unique 
opportunity for a knitwear design student 
tounderstand and conceptualise design aesthetics 
for diversified functional and aesthetic needs of 
different categories of sportswear.

To experience the theoretical classroom teaching 
with the real-life scenario,students undertake 
internships and visits to apparel industry. These 
internships and visits give students exposure to 
the prevalent practices in apparel manufacturing.

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DESIGN SPACE

The Master of Design course focuses on the 
multidisciplinary and dynamic nature of the 
contemporary design & research industry. The 
progressive future of the design industry depends 
on the young and versatile graduates having 
new age skills like Strategic Design, Experience 
in Design, UI/ UX, Design Thinking and Research 
practice, Design Innovation, Sustainability & 
Crafts. 

MDes’ family grew in 2021 from four campuses to 
six campuses. The programme was introduced in 
Panchkula and Gandhinagar campuses. The faculty 
recruited/ allocated to the department were 
trained in the pedagogic requirements of various 
subjects taught at MDes and the programme 
has successfully concluded its first year on both 
campuses.

The Curriculum and Deliverance

Having completed four years of introducing 
the new structure in the curriculum, it was time 
to take up a detailed review and brainstorm to 
make MDes future ready. There was an overall 
agreement on the success of curriculum change 
in 2019 which had resulted in MDes Students 
getting the best placement in the entire NIFT in 
2021 with the highest packages going up to 23 
lakhs. In keeping with the core philosophy of the 
programme, the versatility brought forth through 
an interdisciplinary approach in the curriculum was 
enhanced through multiple discussions amongst 

faculty collectively as one large group, as subject 
groups, and finally as individuals. Trends in the 
world of design and education formed a barometer 
along with the changing nature of transacting 
education to bring forth new ideas to fine-tune 
existing courses as well as introduce some new 
courses. Areas of Industry 4.0, Computational 
Thinking, Role of Social Entrepreneurship, Ethics 
in a Digitized world, and its impact on design 
became the crux around which discussions were 
held in January- March 2022 period, within the 
departmental faculty for a robust curriculum 
review exercise. The outcome was further vetted 
through experts and alumni in the industry.

Online webinar “Innovations, Insights, and Infinity’’ 
was conducted inviting experts from Byjus’s, 
Bradenburg, UK, and Stylumia to share their views 
on “Transcending Boundaries - Innovations in AI, 
ML, AR/ VR/ Meta”, integrating learning into the 
curriculum.
The students started networking in their second 
semester by attending online design festivals like 
‘Ahmedabad Design Week’ and ‘Pune Design 
Festival’ under the subject Industry Guided Project 
Proposals. Understanding the design thinking 
approach used by the industry this platform 
also gave students the opportunity to pitch in 
their internship proposals which many were able 
to convert to companies like Vivo, Samsung, 
Chlorophyll Brand Consultancy, Turian Labs, The 
Creative Trunk, TAOS-The Art Outreach Society, 
Skilzen, Artbox Global Design Studio, Odisha 
Design Council, etc.

Craft Activities 

Craft Activity was conducted for all six campuses 
ensuring the same level of deliverance. The 
interaction that took place throughout the 
workshop opened the doors for future design 
collaborations between students, Craft NGOs, 
and craftsmen to address the issue of sustainable 
product diversity. As a part of Craft Research 
& Documentation (CRD) cluster visits were 
conducted in all six campuses to cover crafts 
like Punjab Phulkari in Ambala, Panipat, Karnal, 
Chandigarh and Patiala; Suf embroidery and 
shawl weaving in Kutch, Tangalia weaving in 
Surendranagar and Bandhani in Jamnagar, Gujrat; 
Navalgund Durries of Karnataka; Kolhapuri 
chappal, Paithani Saree, Solapur Chaddar, Warli 
paintings; Gulabi Meenakari,Wooden Lacquerware 
& toys, Nizamabad Black Pottery, Metal Repousse, 
Soft Stone Jali work, Varanasi were researched 
from the perspective of sustainability.

Following CRD, Artisans Awareness Workshop 
was conducted on campuses by MDes 2022. 
Activities were planned to create awareness of 
GI, explaining the benefits of GI, the Registration 
process for the artisans in GI Association, 
branding through Storytelling, and Ergonomics 
for sustainable health in pursuing their profession, 
Social Media Marketing and Product Development, 
Mobile Photography and Catalog Designing. 
Experts invited from a mix of professional, master 
craftsmen with National awards and Weavers 
Service Center to share case studies and examples 
for artisans’ benefit. More artisans could join and 
even their family members could attend the online 
workshop.	

Industry Connects and Projects

Professionals within India and outside of India 
were able to devote time to young learners and 
MDes across all campuses took full advantage of 
this opportunity. Experts (Lokus Design,  RattL 
(Crystal Planet Labs LLP), AJIO, Delhivery Hero 
SE, Berlin, Germany, Design Innovation Centre at 
IIT Gandhinagar, Spinach Design Studios Mumbai,

Online Panel Discussion/ Alumni Interaction 
was also organised by inviting all campuses of 
MDes Alumni to share their journey and industry 
expectations with M.Des. semester one students. 
The challenges faced by the immediate batches 
and their journey of overcoming those challenges 
created an empathetic bridge between students 
and seniors. Many of them became mentors 
to guide the batches through the journey of 
internships and projects later, helping students 
traverse the choppy waters of 2021-22.

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PhD AND RESEARCH

NIFT offers doctoral Full time and Part time programme through its Head Office in Delhi. The programme 
is in recognition of high academic achievements, independent research and application of knowledge 
in the areas of Design, Management and Technology. The programme is designed for the purpose of 
carrying out research in textiles, fashion and the apparel sector to create a body of original knowledge 
for the use of academia and industry at large.

The admission process for the PhD programme is in line NIFT Admission Calendar every year with 
the announcement of results and registration during the month of July. The qualification eligibility for 
admission to the PhD programme is specified in the Guidelines for the Degree of Doctor of Philosophy.

PhD Programme was launched in 2009 with seven students and currently 54 students are pursuing PhD 
from NIFT. With regard to the time scale of the programme, the part time candidate is expected to 
complete the supervised study within Six years, extended to a maximum of seven years and the full-time 
candidate is expected to complete the supervised study within four years and they are paid monthly 
stipend during this time period. Their study is extended to a maximum of five years by specific approval 
of the Director General, NIFT 31 Scholars have been completed PhD till date.

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CONTINUING EDUCATION 
PROGRAMMES

With the rapid pace of growth in the clothing sector 
advancing skills of aspiring professionals in the 
industry is a vital need. The Continuing Education 
Programmes (CEP) & Diploma Programmes (DP) 
at NIFT have been set up to meet the manpower 
training and knowledge upgradation in tandem 
with the needs of the industry. The programs 
offered through the CEP have been fulfilling a wide 
spectrum of educational needs of professionals 
and aspirants, and we justifiably take pride in 
the fact that it is one of the preferred continuing 
education centre for the apparel sector within the 
country. 

The CEPs & DPs offered at NIFT continue to promote 
the objectives of training and dissemination of 
knowledge related to the frontiers in design, 
technology and management within the apparel 
industry. During the year 2021-2022, 20 Continuing 
Education programs were offered across five 
NIFT campuses and 3 Diploma programmes were 
offered in 2 campuses generating a total revenue 
of Rs. 4,58,59,679/- as against Rs. 5,49,09,650/- 
for the year 2020-21. This decrease in revenue is 
due to the prevailing pandemic situation, wherein 
many planned courses could not be floated as 
campuses were functioning on an online mode. 

In addition to the Continuing Education programs 
being offered, NIFT also offers Diploma 
Programmes, which are aimed at making the 

campuses financially viable for optimum utilization 
of infrastructure and other resources. The objective 
of Diploma Programs is to offer value added 
programs to the local students from the state 
where new NIFT campuses are located. Revision 
of the diploma courses in accordance with the 
revised credit system and with focus on the current 
industry needs has been initiated. Several new 
Diploma programmes (15) have been developed 
and launched during the academic year.

Bridge Program was introduced in the year 2009 
as a supplementary program to allow former NIFT 
Graduates to enhance their Diploma to Degrees. 
Initially offered for 5 years between 2009-2014, 
it was further extended upto 2016 based on the 
demand from alumni. In the year 2019 online 
Bridge Program has been initiated to cater to the 
wide base of alumni scattered globally. A total of 
48 students enrolled for the Bridge Programme 
2021 with 24 in UG Bridge Program (FD & AD) for 
two semesters and 24 in PG Bridge Program (LD, 
KD, TD, FC, GMT & AMM) for one semester. The 
total revenue collected during semester – 1 was 
Rs. 34,42,800/-
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ADMISSIONS

In the year 2021 total 4693 seats were offered for Admission in NIFT UG & PG programs across 17 NIFT 
Campuses. Over 20242 candidates registered for admission in NIFT.  Out of these, admissions were 
given to 3777 (Regular, State Domicile and NRI) candidates based on their merit rank.

Dual Degree: Strategic partnership of NIFT with 
Fashion Institute of Technology (FIT), New York, 
USA allows selection of meritorious students from 
NIFT for a unique opportunity to obtain a Dual 
Degree from both NIFT and FIT. Students from 
NIFT undertake two years study at the home 
Institute intercepted by study of one year at FIT 
following which they complete their final year at 
NIFT. 49 students are selected by FIT, USA for 
undertaking the one year AAS programme as part 

of dual degree from Aug 2022 to June 2023.

CLUSTER DEVELOPMENT

As a leader of fashion education in India, NIFT 
realizes the importance of its social responsibilities 
and continues its endeavor to create grounded 
designers who are able to appreciate and promote 
the various crafts of India. Several academic 
activities help to sensitize the students towards 
the realities of the craft sector and provide insight 
into regional sensibilities. The Craft Cluster 
Initiative at NIFT is designed to sensitize students 
to the realities of the craft sector and to provide 
opportunities for experience sharing at grass 
root cluster level. Through this initiative, NIFT 
has been successful in creating a wide spread 
awareness and sensitivity in assimilating crafts into 
fashion and vice-versa. The Craft Cluster Initiative 
programme provides the students of NIFT a 
systematic, continuous and regular exposure 
every year to the diversely rich and unique 
handlooms and handicrafts of India. According to 
the specialization, students contribute in varied 
areas in the clusters like design intelligence, 
design innovation, product development, supply 
chain management, brand management, retail 
entrepreneurships, organizational development 
and systems design and development. The 
students also contribute in the areas of process 
innovation, production planning, and research-
based improvisation and quality management. The 
students assist artisans and weavers to develop 
distinct identity of the handloom and handicraft 
clusters through logo, promotional materials like 
posters, brochures andcatalogues.

Each campus has adopted 2 – 5 craft clusters for 
a period of 3 years. The list of activities covered 
under the initiative is presented in Table 1.

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Craft Cluster Initiative Activities

Even after the Covid 19 pandemic effect till mid 
of the year 2021-22, all NIFT campuses conducted 
these craft cluster activities within various clusters 
successfully. 17 campuses of NIFT interacted and 
got involved with the artisans through the activities 
listed above. Panchkula NIFT campus also started 
their cluster activities in the last academic year.
The Craft Based Design Projects, Craft Research 
and Documentation and Artisan Awareness 
Workshops were accomplished in hybrid mode 
in most of the campuses. However with a little 
relief in the pandemic effect, Craft Bazaars were 
conducted offline with artisans participating with 
full enthusiasm and vigourin across campuses of 
NIFT. The cluster activities were accomplished 
successfully in both digital and physical manner 
giving artisans, students and consumers to interact 
and promote handloom and handicrafts of India. In 
the academic year 2021-22 approximately 90 GI 
registered crafts, having 60 crafts registered under 
Handicraft and 30 registered under Handloom 
were undertaken across India for the craft cluster 
activities.

A 4th Review Committee meeting was conducted 

on 14th December 2021, wherein a presentation 
about the Craft Cluster Initiative Activities 2019 
& 2020 was presented to a team of external 
experts, DCHC and DCHL officers chaired by Shri 
Shantamanu, DG NIFT. The review committee 
appreciated the efforts of the NIFT team in 
providing guidance in design interventions, 
handling digital platforms, organizing workshop 
and online craft bazaars for the artisans through 
Craft cluster initiative activities. 
A presentation about the craft cluster initiative and 
its activities in NIFT was given to Honble’ Textile 
Minister Shri Piyush Goyal and Shri Upendra Singh, 
Textile Secretary in presence of Shri Shantamanu, 
DG NIFT and Prof. Dr. Vandana Narang, Dean 
Academics on 8th Feb 2022. 

On the recommendation of the 4th Review 
Committee meeting NIFT conducted, analysed 
and compiled an Impact assessment report about 
the cluster initiative activities with a sample 
size of 383 Artisans and 2722 NIFT students. 
Based on the need assessment and objective 
of understanding the impact of these cluster 
activities, a research tool was developed for each 
of the stakeholders. A methodical approach was 
carried out for developing the questionnaire and 
interview schedules for the students and artisans 
respectively. The research tool for artisans was 
developed in bilingual format keeping in mind that 
the artisans are well versed with their vernacular 
language. The statistical findings from the 
research tool developed for artisans and students, 
along with success stories of alumni working 
with Craft sector post their graduation was 
compiled together. The data indicated that Craft 
cluster activities conducted by NIFT have been 
beneficial to the artisans in terms of presentation 
of their products and better understanding of 
the market needs. The data reflects that artisans 
would like to continue the engagement with NIFT. 
The artisans stated that during pandemic, NIFT 
continued engaging with them online therefore, 
some artisans have claimed that they learned new 
skills such as online interactions, which will help 
them post pandemic. The report also indicated 
that the various initiatives of NIFT have a positive 
impact on the student community in sensitizing 
them towards the craft sector, motivating them to 
continue to choose their career in the craft sector 
and work along with the artisans at the grass root 
level in their future endeavours.
In continuation for training the artisans in reference 
to the design interventions, design process, market 
trends, branding, promotion, quality parameters 
and other areas related to the craft, short term 
courses developed by the faculty of various NIFT 
campuses were shared by the cluster unit.

In the year 2021, seven handloom clusters based 
and twenty five handicraft cluster based graduation 
projects were undertaken by thirty two students 
from all across NIFT Campuses. The students

Lamp Shades and Utility Products of Different 
forms by Fusion of Pine Needle and other 
Materials such as metal and wood, Pine Needle 
Fashion Accessories Project, Design Intervention  
of Metal Craft of Chamba, “Sawantwadi toys” 
(Lakdi Khelni), Jawaja Leather Craft of Rajasthan, 
The kinetic brass fish of Bellaguntha, Design 
Intervention in Dhubri Region using Jute and 
Banana Fiber, Design intervention, exploration 
and value addition from fiber to fabric of hand 
knitting and crochet for achieving sustainability, 
Design Intervention with Kasuti Embroidery on 
Circular knit garments, Sikki Craft of Bihar, Design

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NATIONAL RESOURCE CENTER

The National Resource Centre (NRC), the co-ordinating body of the network of the Resource Centres 
of NIFT, aims to create a state-of-the-art knowledge portal for the faculty and students of NIFT. Its 
activities in 2021-22 were directed to achieve maximum resource sharing and standardisation through 
collaborative collection development and benchmarking across all NIFT campuses. The integrated 
collections of materials and print resources of this network of Resource Centres supported the teaching 
and research programmes of the Institute. The Resource Centres also provided information services to 
the design community, industry and entrepreneurs.

•	 Renewal Edzter for all NIFT campuses, which is an online global digital magazine portal where 
more than 3000 leading publisher’s magazines/ newspapers are available. It is also available through 
mobile app for all NIFT students, faculty and staff members.  

•	 NRC strengthened its economizing activities through the renewal of subscriptions of international 
forecast services like Promostyl, WGSN’s Services on Fashion, Lifestyle and Interiors for all NIFT 
Campuses.

•	 Subscription of Grammarlyfor all NIFT campuses faculty/ staff members and students. Grammarly is 
an advanced writing assistant and compatible with MS- office as well as Android and Apple devices 
It offers grammar and plagiarism checks and enables writers to improve their works’ readability.

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INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
Contrary to a common perception of a total 
disconnect, the field of Fashion Technology today 
requires a close mesh with the field of Information 
Technology to keep up with its dynamic global 
persona. 

The Year 2021-22, akin to its predecessor,posed a 
continued challenge to NIFT and, in particular, to 
the Department of IT due to the prevalent COVID 
situation.‘Online’ and ‘hybrid’ became the buzz 
words for maintaining routine functionality. An 
IT enabled learning environment at the Institute 
was created by working in tandem with other 
departments to integrate technology into the 
curriculum and facilitate the conduct of training 
in a hybrid mode. The idea was to provide self-
sufficiency upto a certain level for each NIFT 
Campus through independent, fully operational 
Information Technology hardware and software 
facilities alongwith qualified and experienced IT 
professionals to provide requisite support. The 
endeavour was to provide state-of-the-art IT 
Hardware, Software and a suitable supporting 
internet connectivity. 

CAD / ERP softwares / applications like ‘Lectra’, 
‘Fastreact’, ‘PointCarre’, ‘TimeSSD’, etcwere 
extensively used as part of the curriculumto assist 
all departments. Other software packages were 
used to impart training on Graphic Designing, 
Animation, 2D/3D modelling, Photo Imaging 
& Editing, Statistical Analysis and Market 
Research. The students were also taught various 
computer applications such as, RDBMS, Windows 
Programming, Multimedia, ERP, Advanced 
Planning and Scheduling, Software Engineering 
etc. required for software development on 
different platforms. 

The year brought forth the inescapable requirement 
of IT as a foundation providing support to the three 
verticals of Design, Management and Technology 
in the domain of Fashion. It also reiterated the 
continuity of the online / hybrid mode for training, 
connect and outreach purposes. 
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ENTERPRISE RESOURCE PLANNING
ERP Unit played a significant role in managing 
Information system resources and academic 
automation processes of National Institute of 
Fashion Technology. ERP unit ensure smooth 
conduct of classes and academic deliverance 
through various monitoring tools in the form of 
dashboards and exception reports were created 
for Dean, CP’s, Campus Directors, CAC’s, and 
CC’s. 

New Version of the Campus Management Solution 
was successfully launched on the 4th January 
2021 at Head Office by the Director General. 
The inhouse Development team started with 
the process automation with a feedback module 
way back in 2012. It is  the 10th Year since the 
initiative was started and successfully completed 
6 academic life cycles despite all odds. It’s a 
significant achievement for National Institute 
of Fashion Technologyas many of the higher 
educational institutions are struggling to automate 
its entire processes automated.

Research process automation is created in CMS 
to map the complete research lifecycle of the 
scholar. Features include Course registration, 
Compulsory and selected course work selection 
process. Research scholars attend compulsory and 
selected course wok classes, their marks captured 
and results prepared in CMS. Provision to update 
Research Progress Report, Research Progress 
Seminar, Comprehensive examination, Research 
plan approval, Pre-PhD seminar, Thesis submission, 
Viva-voce and award of degree.

Online APAR process was created and deployed for 
implementation. Process created include capturing 
real time data from CMS database for faculty 
performance, score-based Faculty workload Index 
updated by faculty, with access Multiple reporting 

officers, reviewing officer and accepting officer 
to provide their comments. Establishment team 
to monitor the entire process and disclose APAR 
online and address representations. 
Placement 2022 process was customised to 
accommodate online and offline placement 
options for the students to participate in the 
placement. Reports were customised based on 
the requirement received from the Head Industry 
and Dean to accommodate the data captured from 
online placement and offline placement.  Dynamic 
reports were created to provide clear visibility on 
the placement status to the Management.
In order to simplify the fee management by 
the finance and accounts team, forms were 
customised to upload dues from the students, 
real-time reports on fee paid by students,  verify 
the supporting documents uploaded and reconcile 
the fee received were created. 
ERP team also provided technical assistance to 
the campuses for scheduling Inter Department 
Minors, Deepening Specialization, General 
Elective Mandatory and Optional subject’s 
selection process. 
Other activities carried out which include Online 
result preparation and publication Regular, and 
Follow up as per Examination and evaluation 
policy, Online result preparation for Mapping 
cases, Student permanent Transfer (SPT 2021), 
Student International Exchange program process 
automation, Online tuition fee, Dynamic reports 
for GE completed by students, Marksheet printing 
for Regular and Bridge program students, Bill 
of supply for the students, online application 
for the post of Assistant professor, Hall ticket 
printing, Student Feedback on subject faculty. 
Sarthak online process automation implemented 
to bring in  transparency in the process. Receipt 
of Application and Scrutinization process by 
committees are captured in the system to provide 
clear visibility on the process.
Exclusive video tutorials were created for various 
end users to make the system user friendly. Online 
support process was created for the users to 
upload the issues and to resolve the issues.
Detailed proposal has been submitted to manage 
the information resources and digital assets of 
NIFT under department of Information system. 
Under this proposal various automation processes 
used at NIFT such as DDFS, HR Apps, Tally, mobile 
apps and CMS will be integrated for seamless flow 
of data and to eliminate data redundancy.

About Industry and Alumni Affairs Unit

NIFT continuously endeavours to have 
excellent industry – alumni interface to enable 
the development of future ready, competent 
professionals. Invigorating thought leadership, 
research stimulus, industry focus, creative 
enterprise and peer learning have always 
reinforced the institute’s academic bedrock. NIFT 
has also been able to contribute to the industry 
through consultancy projects which have provided 
capacity building and business analytics support 
to the Textiles Industry.

NIFT Industry & Alumni Affairs unit facilitates 
campus placements for graduating students 
of NIFT to enable them to start their career in 
challenging positions. The profile of companies 
attending Placements have expanded substantially 
with diverse segments of Industry like large 
retailers, Brand marketers, manufacturers, 
consultancy organizations, e-retailers, textile mills, 
home furnishing companies, design & knowledge 
process outsourcing, technology solution 
providers, International Brands and Start-up firms. 
Graduating students also often take jobs with 
institutions where they did internship or for whom 
they did graduation projects.

Placement conducted for the year 2021-2022

NIFT Placement 2022 was being organized in two 
Phases. The first phase of the placement started 
online from 25th April to 7th May 2022. For the 

first time all the campuses hosted the placement, 
coordinate¬¬d by all the respective campus RICs 
and Link RICs under the guidance of the Campus 
Directors. A centralised control room was set up in 
Bengaluru Campus and Patna Campus respectively 
for the first Phase and second phase of placement.

The second phase of placement was scheduled 
in an offline mode from 1st June to 18th June

Students of Masters (Fashion Technology, Fashion 
Management, design Space) and Bachelors

participated in the placement.A total of 4330 
vacancies were generated from across different 
industries like garment retailers, manufacturers, 
buying houses, IT and ITES firms, craft and design 
sectors, AI & Machine learning firms, FMGC, 
Jewellery& Accessory brand, publishing company 
and SAAS and allied industry etc.  Apart from 
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the regular areas of vacancies the new area of 
placement generation for this year are ED Tech, 
FinTech, Content & News Aggregator and Agri 
Tech. This year more than 30 percent of the 
recruiters were on board for the first time  which 
is a clear indication of  the growing reputation of 
the institution across different industries.

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PUBLICATION 

The NIFT Publication Unit was set up in March 
2021. The Unit is envisaged as an in-house, 
interdisciplinary platform with research-centered 
approach to highlight the intellectual acumen 
of the faculty across NIFT campuses as well as 
scholars and educators globally. It aims to bring 
out an annual research journal that will have a 
definite theme of wide-ranging significance on 
different aspects of fashion with critical thinking 
on multiple perspectives of relevance to the wider 
academia and fashion industry. 

In June 2021, the Publication Unit launched ‘NIFT 
Journal of Fashion’, a peer reviewed and open 
access journal that shall publish original research 
articles encompassing different domains in fashion, 
including design, communication, management, 
technology and education. The journal shall be 
a thematic annual publication that will invite 
high quality research articles from academicians, 
scholars and fashion professionals worldwide. The 
Editorial Board comprises Chairpersons, Head-
Research and co-opted internal and external 
reviewers from reputed institutes for each thematic 
issue.

The call for research articles for the first volume of 
NIFT Journal of Fashion on the theme ‘Resilience 
and Innovation in a Post COVID-19 Era’ was 
announced in June 2021. The Unit received articles 
that underwent plagiarism check and rigorous 
double blind peer review. Following several rounds 
of modifications and editing, a total of 14 articles 
have been selected for publication in the journal. 

The first volume is ready for publication. 

The call for research articles for the second volume 
of the journal on the theme ‘Sustainable Futuring: 
Policies, Strategies and Practices’ has also been 
announced in June 2022.

Where a Webinar was conducted on” Impact 
and opportunities in Craft sector Post COVID” 
in Craft Bazaar 2021 on 16th November 2021. 
through Virtual mode. Various experts were 
invited such as Dr. Mandan Meena (Director, 
Tribal Academy), Mr. Sumiran Pandya (Co-
founder Gaatha), Ms. Paromita Banerjee 
(label), Shri. Ranamal Khatri (master craftsman 
Barmer hand block printing). 

•	 Further, students of the AD department 
(Bhavika Pareeka & Anushka Bhargava of 8th 
sem.)  were awarded first prize for best paper 
in “Reinvigorate” international conference 
hosted by NIFT Hyderabad in the year 
2022 under the category of craft, the paper 
highlighted the “Shola craft of West Bengal”. 
Students have also presented poster in various 
conferences such as poster presentation 
by students of FD Department  (Abhishek, 
Nishtha, Palek) on “Sindhi embroidery of 
Jodhpur” it  was also awarded as runner-up 
in the category of best poster presentation in 
ATFC Conference hosted by Jodhpur campus 
in 2021. In the same conference group of 
students (Dhanraj, Muskan, Suyash, Muskan, 
Sonal etc) presented the poster inspired from 
Dabu block printing of Pipad titled “Earth 
Impression”. Another paper on “Kota doria 
a craft of Rajasthan” ATMP 2021 by Prachee 
Jain (student of FD) won 2nd position. Another 
paper by the same student (Prachee Jain) on 
“Kota Doria the pride of Rajasthan” at  AFCT 
2022 conference.

•	 Craft Research and Documentation- Two-
week craft cluster visit for sensitization of 
rural aesthetics of the country, cultural and 
social understanding of the villages; craft 
documentation that will include process 
documentation and diagnostic study. 
Where GI crafts were selected by different 
departments under Handicrafts (blue pottery 
of Jaipur, Molela craft of Rajsamand, Hand 
block printing of Bagru and Sanganer of 
Jaipur, Puppet/ Kathputali craft of Jaipur. 
Whereas in Handloom Kota Doria of Kaithun 
cluster of Kota district Rajasthan was chosen 
for documentation and study. The activity was 
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conducted in the online and hybrid mode due 
to COVID pandemic.

•	 Product Development with Craftsperson- This 
is an in-field activity to be taken up by VI/VII 
Semester students of Design departments 
where students develop the products 
based on the cluster study conducted in the 
previous semester under Craft research and 
documentation. The products are developed 
corresponding to their parent departments. 
The students have created craft based 
collections after design interventions in the 
craft studied. Where AD department has 
developed products from Wood cluster, 
terracotta cluster, Metal craft cluster of 
Jodhpur and Usta art Bikaner region. The 
FD Dept. such as dresses , tops and bottoms 
etc. created by the students visited Sindhi 
cluster, applique cluster, pipad block printing 
and pattu weaving. Whereas TD department 
created home and apparel based products.

•	 Awareness workshops for artisans and 
weavers- Awareness workshop has been 
conducted by the departments once in a year 
for the craft cluster being covered by them 
under this initiative. These workshops have 
been conducted for the artisans/ weavers 
at NIFT campus aiming to enhance their 
understanding about the urban markets. 
Where TD/FD/BFT/AD & FC artisans 
interact with the NIFT faculties and students 
for knowledge sharing on trends and 
understanding market demands. An Artisan 
Awareness Workshop was scheduled for 9th 
till 11th May 2022 where artisans from Sindhi, 
Pattu, Salawas durries, tie & dye wood, leather 
and metal crafts of Jodhpur were invited. 
The artisans were trained about the design 
process, Photography, Govt. schemes, Digital 
marketing etc.

•	 Craft Bazaar - Craft bazaars have been 
organized as an annual event to bring the 
weavers and consumers to a common space. 
It serves as a platform to popularize the 
weaves, textiles and Crafts by creating the 
link between weavers and the market. The 
02 Craft Bazaar have been organized in 2021-
2022. Where first Craft bazaar was organised 
in a virtual mode  on 15th - 17th November 
2021 through zoom due to COVID pandemic. 
In the virtual Craft bazaar 10 artisans were 
invited on online platform to showcase their 
products. The artisanal products were even 
displayed on the e-commerce platform Gaatha 
for the duration. Similarly Digital and printed 
catalogues were created for the marketing of 
the products of artisans and an a webinar was 
conducted.

•	 Another Craft bazaar was conducted on 

offline mode on 4th & 5th June 2022 where 
around 36 artisans have participated and 
showcased their products the artisan were 
from 18 different clusters such as Akola block 
printing, Bagru and sanganer block printing, 
Dabu block printing pipad, Kota doria, Lac 
cluster, Applique cluster barmer, wooden 
cluster, Mojari and leather cluster, salawas 
durrie cluster, Ply split braiding & weaving 
cluster, Chanderi cluster Madhya Pradesh etc. 

•	 SPG Workshop - FMS department organized 
SPG workshops for marketing and promotion 
of craft products on yearly basis as part of their 
curriculum. Before the pandemic, the activity 
was organized on offline mode where artisans 
were invited to the campus for marketing of 
the products and students of FMS helped in 
promotions and marking of craft goods of 
artisans. The SPG workshop was conducted 
on online and hybrid mode due to COVID-19 
pandemic.

•	 Impact of Craft cluster activities - The 
students of NIFT specialize in the areas 
of design, technology and management. 
According to the specialization, students 
contribute in the varied areas in the clusters 
like design innovation, product development, 
supply chain management, research - based 
improvisation, quality management and 
organizing systems and design to name a few. 
Every year students of NIFT study the clusters 
adopted by the respective campuses. At NIFT 
Jodhpur since past few years 46 clusters have 
been adopted and studied as a part of the 
curriculum. There are various craft cluster 
activities conducted for the students of NIFT 
from their Foundation years to sensitize 
them towards Craft, but the impact of the 
activities can be seen from 5th semester 
onwards where students study Craft Research 
and documentation followed by Craft based 
Product development in 7th semester. Where 
after studying the craft a collection of products 
is created by the students.

•	 Further activities conducted for the artisans 
such as artisan awareness workshop and 
Craft bazaar resulted in the knowledge 
enhancement of the artisans and marketing 
of their products. The Virtual Craft bazaar 
organized for the artisans had the sales of 
Rs. 4,90,000  (approx.) where artisans got the 
orders based on the Craft catalogues created 
for them. These catalogues can even be 
accessed with QR codes. Many of the artisans 
products were even sold on Gaatha website 
and even after Virtual bazaar was over artisans 
got the repeated orders. In continuation the 
Craft Bazaar organised in the offline mode 
has received an over whelming response. 
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Where in 02 days the documented sale was 
Rs. 5,45,017 (approx.) also the visibility of the 
crafts increased in the city.

•	 The Jodhpur centre is committed towards 
promoting the hand crafted products at 
various platforms such as honouring the 
guests with the Craft products made by 
Usta artisans Bikaner and Dabu hand block 
printed stoles prepared by Dabu hand block 
printing artisans of Pipad Jodhpur during 
convocation, graduation ceremony and other 
events. Hence improving the visibility of the 
languishing crafts and popularising the hand 
crafted products made by the artisans under 
the chairmanship of director NIFT Jodhpur.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of National Institute of Fashion Technology (NIFT) as on 31 March 
2022 and the Income and Expenditure Account & Receipt and Payment Account for the year ended on that date 
under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read 
with Section 21(2) of the National Institute of Fashion Technology Act, 2006. These financial statements include 
the accounts of 17 Campuses of NIFT located at Bengaluru, Bhopal, Bhubaneswar, Chennai, Delhi, Gandhinagar, 
Hyderabad, Jodhpur, Kangra, Kannur, Kolkata, Mumbai, Panchkula, Patna, Raebareli, Shillong and Srinagar. The 
preparation of these financial statements is the responsibility of NIFT’s management. Our responsibility is to 
express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. 	 This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on 
the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, 
accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to 
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance 
aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. 	 We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These 
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the 
financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, 
evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing 
the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the 
overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our 
opinion.

4. 	 Based on our audit, we report that:

i)    We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief 
were necessary for the purposes of our audit.

ii)   The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account and Receipt and Payment Account dealt with by 
this report have been drawn up in the format approved by Government of India.

iii)  In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by National 
Institute of Fashion Technology in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

iv) 	 We further report that:

A.1		Liabilities

A.1.1  Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule-7): ₹30,909.73 lakh

	 (i)    Sundry creditors - Others (Annexure-4): ₹2,201.97 lakh

	 The above includes an amount of ₹43.27 lakh in respect of amount payable to Project Development 
Team/ Project Implementation Team (PDT/PIT) of the Ethiopian Textiles Industry Development 
Institute (ETIDI) project.

	 In line with the NIFT Project Policy Guidelines 2019, 20 per cent of the consultancy fees of the project 
(₹64.90 lakh) was payable to the PDT/ PIT of the project. However, NIFT has provided liability of 
₹108.17 lakh (33 per cent of the consultancy fees) on 31 March 2022.
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	 This has resulted in over statement of the amount payable to PDT/PIT of ETIDI project by ₹43.27 lakh 
and understatement of surplus to that extent.        

    (ii)      Project liabilities: ₹5,266.71 lakh

(a)	 Above includes ₹26.53 lakh in respect of three closed projects namely Visual Enhancement –TFC Project, 
Visual Merchandising-TFC project and IPR project.

	 As per NIFT Consultancy Project Policy Guidelines 2019, accounts of the consultancy project shall be 
closed at the end of six months after the date of completion of the project/ receipt of final payment 
from the client. However, these projects were not financially closed even after completion of work/
closure by NIFT.

	 This has resulted in overstatement of current liabilities and provisions by  ₹26.53 lakh and understatement 
of the surplus to that extent. 

(b)	 As per the Project Policy Guidelines 2019, Administrative and Infrastructure Overheads (AIOs) should be 
debited from the first instalment of the amount sanctioned for the project. However, in extraordinary 
circumstances, the AIO may be debited on pro rata basis with the approval of Competent Authority.

	 Audit observed that, NIFT HO Project Division and NIFT Srinagar Campus have not recognised AIOs 
amounting to ₹478.87 lakh and ₹16.34 lakh in the books of accounts during the year 2021-22 despite 
receiving fund committed for the projects. 

	 This has resulted in overstatement of project liabilities by ₹495.21 lakh and understatement of surplus 
to that extent. 

     (iii)    Security Deposits/ EMD/ Retention (Annexure-6): ₹2,569.63 lakh

	 As per Significant accounting policy no. 10, any claim from students for security deposits which is not 
received within one year from the date of their leaving the Institute and after three years in case of 
others, the security deposits can be treated as income.

	 Above includes ₹17.87 lakh of security deposits received from students and parties/vendors in respect 
of Bhopal Campus, Delhi Campus and Srinagar Campus remaining unclaimed for one year in case of 
students and more than three years in case of parties/ vendor which has not been treated as income.

	 This has resulted in overstatement of Current liabilities by ₹17.87 lakh and understatement of Surplus 
to that extent.

A.2	       Assets

A.2.1     Current Assets, Loans and Advances Etc. (Schedule 11): ₹1,74,305.35 lakh 

	 (i)     Sundry Debtors (Annexure-14): ₹3,583.51 lakh

	 The above includes ₹61.04 lakh towards amount recoverable by NIFT HO from various campuses 
which pertains to the year 2017-18. Being an inter-unit transaction, it should not have been included 
as recoverable. Further, amount of ₹56.64 lakh on account of Endowment Fund for the year 2021-
22 was shown by Raebareli campus as recoverable from NIFT HO. Despite being pointed out in the 
Separate Audit Report for the year 2020-21, the amount recoverable to the campus from NIFT HO has 
still been shown under Sundry debtors instead of showing as inter-unit transaction.

	 This has resulted in overstatement of Sundry Debtors and Surplus by ₹117.68 lakh. Further, the 
balance of inter-unit transactions among HO and different campus should be ‘NIL’ at the end of the 
year so as to reflect proper consolidation of the accounts.

       (ii)    Loans, Advances and other assets: ₹11,512.63 lakh 

(a)	 The above does not include ₹16.90 lakh being the balance amount receivable from Department 
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of Industries and Commerce for a project namely, Designing innovative packaging as a branding 
initiative to enhance buying experience, brand visibility and value addition for handicraft and 
handloom sectors of Kashmir. The project was completed and Srinagar Campus submitted the 
completion report in March 2022 demanding ₹16.90 lakh for payment of pending liabilities.

	  Non-inclusion of the balance amount receivable has resulted in understatement of Loans, Advances 
and other assets by ₹16.90 lakh and Surplus to that extent.  

(b)	 The above includes ₹94.50 lakh as TDS recoverable from Income Tax Department for the period upto 
2020-21. Audit noted that NIFT has not made any correspondence with Income Tax Department after 
05.09.2014 regarding TDS recoverable amounting to ₹30.19 lakh pertaining to the period upto 2011-
12. Though, the chances of getting further refunds are remote, no provision has been created against 
the said amount. The balance amount of ₹64.31 lakh pertains to the period from 2012-13 to 2020-
21. Audit however, observed that for this period NIFT has taken up the matter with the Income tax 
Department for TDS refund of ₹24.09 lakh only. 

	 Therefore, non-provisioning of ₹30.19 lakh for the period upto 2011-12 and excess booking of TDS 
receivable of ₹40.22 lakh for the period from 2012-13 to 2020-21 have resulted in overstatement of 
Current Assets, Loans and Advances by ₹70.41 lakh and overstatement of Surplus to that extent.

     B.1		 Income: ₹ 49774.68 lakh

      B.1.1	 Deferred Revenue Income: ₹ 2391.50 Lakh

	 The above deferred revenue income, which is solely on account of Capital Fund Adjustment (deferred 
depreciation) should match with corresponding amount of deferred depreciation and with total 
depreciation & amortization charged during the year on the assets purchased out of Government Grant 
(Central & State Govt.) as well. However, as per Schedule 2: Reserves and Surplus, the amount of deferred 
depreciation was ₹2,390.50 lakh and as per Schedule 8A & 8B, total depreciation and amortization over 
fixed assets purchased out of Government Grant was ₹2,389.46 lakh. This has resulted in mismatch of 
figures of depreciation in the aforesaid Schedules.

	 Despite being pointed in Separate Audit Reports on the accounts for the year 2017-18 onwards, NIFT has 
not yet reconciled the difference.

  B.1.2	 Other Income (Schedule-18): ₹ 432.03 lakh

	 Above includes ₹ 43.42 lakh as project income in respect of projects undertaken at NIFT HO. The figure 
has been shown as net of the project income of ₹1,289.43 lakh and project expenses of ₹1,246.01 lakh. As 
the same is in the nature of advances from parties which is a liability for NIFT and not income, the same 
should not be included under income of NIFT.

	 This has resulted in overstatement of surplus by ₹43.42 lakh.

     C.1		 Note on Capital Commitments:

	 The capital commitments shown under the above note did not include the pending capital 
commitments amounting to ₹25.99 lakh as on 31.03.2022 in respect of Kannur Campus and included 
₹1,793.26 lakh (₹1,686.97 lakh, ₹89.59 lakh and ₹16.70 lakh in respect of Jodhpur Campus, Kolkata 
Campus and Gandhi Nagar Campus respectively) which has already been accounted for in the 
balance sheet as CWIP/ Advance to construction agency.

     C.2 		 Other Notes on accounts:

	 (i) Note No. 18 regarding non-recognition of the grant of ₹14.23 crore received for NIFT Srinagar is 
factually incorrect, as the grant has already been recognised in the consolidated accounts of NIFT for 
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the year 2021-22.

(ii)	  NIFT has not disclosed in its Notes to Accounts that out of ₹245.35 lakh sanctioned during 2014 by 
the erstwhile Government of Andhra Pradesh, an amount of ₹35.08 lakh is still receivable from the 
Govt. of Telangana as NIFT comes under Telangana after bifurcation of the state of Andhra Pradesh 
and Telangana.

(i)	 The effect on the annual accounts due to the change of the accounting policy relating to depreciation on 
fixed assets was not disclosed in the annual accounts as required under AS-1.

(ii)	 NIFT has six earmarked funds maintained by different campuses namely Activity Fee Fund, Alumni 
Association Fund, Department Development Fund, Centre Development Fund, Campus Endowment 
Fund and Continuing Education (CE) Program Fund. Audit observed that NIFT did not follow a uniform 
practice of crediting the income to these Earmarked/Endowment funds, as income of ₹513.46 lakh was 
credited through Income & Expenditure account, against the total addition of ₹1,463.21 lakh in these 
funds.

	 Despite being pointed out during previous years, no corrective action has been taken by the NIFT.

(iii) NIFT receives grants from Central Government and State Government for creation of Capital Assets. The 
Grant is kept in the Schedule 2: Reserves and Surplus (under sub head: Government Grant: Capitalised/ 
unutilized). The grant is capitalized to the extent of Fixed Assets created out of Government Grant during 
the year. As per Schedule 8A and 8B, the total amount of ₹10,516.33 lakh, (₹10,212.93 lakh and ₹303.40 
lakh) has been added during the year in the gross block of NIFT out of grants received from Central 
Government and State Government respectively. However, as per Schedule-2, an amount of ₹9,470.00 
lakh has been capitalized during the year. Thus, there is a difference of ₹1,046.33 lakh (₹10,516.33 lakh 
less ₹9,470.00 lakh) which needs reconciliation.

	 Despite being pointed out in the Separate Audit Report on the accounts for the year 2020-21, the Institute 
has not reconciled the figures. 

(iv) As per Schedule -7 the figure of Assets purchased out of Endowment Fund/ DDF/ CDF was shown as 
₹4,515.04 lakh, However, the figure should be shown as ₹4,789.62 (₹4,132.84 lakh transferred from 
Schedule-1 plus ₹656.78 lakh towards Asset purchased from endowment fund during the year 2021-22 
as per Schedule 8C). Thus, there is a difference of ₹274.58 lakh which needs reconciliation. Further, the 
figure of assets procured out of Endowment Fund during the year was shown as ₹293.41 lakh, ₹656.78 
lakh and ₹1,871.75 lakh in Schedule-3, Schedule-1 and Annexure-1 respectively.

	 Thus, Audit is unable to verify that how much assets have actually been purchased out of Earmarked/ 
Endowment fund. 

E	 Grants-in-aid

	 NIFT had unspent balance of Government Grants amounting to ₹10,147.26 lakh pertaining to previous 
year. The Government of India/ State Government have given grants of ₹9,931.00 lakh to NIFT during 
the year 2021-22 on which interest of ₹334.74 lakh was earned during the year 2021-22. Out of the total 
amount of ₹20,413.00 lakh,  ₹79.85 lakh was adjusted against Revenue Deficit, ₹838.78 lakh towards 
other adjustment and ₹9,470.00 lakh utilized during the year 2021-22 as Capital grant. Thus, a balance of 
₹10,024.37 lakh remained unutilized as on 31 March 2022.

 	 Deficiencies which have not been included in this Separate Audit Report have been brought to the notice 
of the Management through a Management Letter issued separately for remedial/ corrective action.

v) 	 Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet and the 
Income and Expenditure Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

vi)	 In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanation given to us, the said 
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financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes to Accounts, and subject to 
the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in the Annexure, give a true and fair 
view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

1.	 The Annual Accounts have been prepared in accordance with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles 
(GAAP) under the historical cost convention on accrual basis and the applicable accounting standards issued 
by “The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI)”. These accounting policies and standards have 
been consistently applied. The annual accounts have been prepared on a Going Concern Basis.

2. 	 Recognition of Grants from Central/State Government

	 Grants from the Central/State Govt. have been accounted following Accounting Standard 12 issued by the 
ICAI i.e. “Government Grants are recognized if it is reasonably certain that the ultimate collection will be 
made”. 

i.	 Govt. Grants related to revenue are recognized on a systematic basis in the Income and Expenditure Account 
over the period to match with the related cost which they are intended to compensate. Such grants are 
shown separately under the head “Grant in Aid” in the Income & Expenditure Account.

ii.	 Government Grants related to depreciable fixed assets are treated as Deferred Income. The Deferred Income 
is recognized in Income & Expenditure Account on systematic and rational basis over the useful life of assets. 
Such allocation of Income is made over the periods and in proportions in which depreciation on related asset 
is charged.

iii.	 Govt. Grants in the form of non-monetary assets, given at a concessional rate, are accounted for on the basis 
of their acquisition cost. Non-monetary assets given free of cost are recorded at nominal value.

3. 	 Recognition of Fees from Students, Project and Consultancy Fee

 	 Fee from Students: The fee from students is recognized on accrual basis.

	 Project and Consultancy Fees: Project and Consultancy fees are recognized on the completion of the project.

4.	 Investments

	 The current investments are shown on cost or fair market value whichever is lower and the long-term 
investments are shown on cost except when there is permanent decline in value of investments.

5. 	 Fixed Assets and Depreciation

	 Fixed Assets are stated at their original cost including freight, duties, customs and other incidental expenses 
relating to acquisition and installation less accumulated depreciation. 

 i. 	 The expenditure incurred during the year on construction of buildings, interiors, etc. is booked under the 
head “Capital Work in Progress”, if the work is not completed.

 ii. 	 The depreciation is charged at 100% of rate prescribed if an asset is acquired on or before 30th September 
and 50% of rate prescribed if assets are acquired after 30th September.

iii. 	 As per Office Memorandum No NIFT/HO/F&A/BOG and F&AC Agenda/2021-22/40 dated 28.06.2021, the 
rates of Depreciation of Fixed Assets is revised as per the Companies Act 2013 (mentioned below) which 
is applicable w.e.f 01.04.2021.

	 As per Part C of Schedule II of the Companies Act 2013, Useful life has been defined to compute the 
depreciation of the various Tangible Assets.

1.	 Depreciable amount is the cost of an asset, or other amount substituted for cost, less its residual 
value. Ordinarily, the residual value of an asset is often insignificant but it should generally be not 
more than 5% of the original cost of the asset.

2.	 The useful life of an asset is the period over which an asset is expected to be available for use by an 
entity, or the number of production or similar units expected to be obtained from the asset by the 
entity.

3.	 The above rates of Depreciation are taken at Straight Line Method basis according to the applicability 
of educational Institutions.

4.	 The rates of Books and Resources Center have not been defined in the Companies Act; therefore, 
the most suitable rate of other similar assets like computers has been taken for Books and Resources 
Center.

5.	 The rate of Books & Periodicals is also not available in the Companies Act; therefore, it is taken as 
existing rate of 100% as the life of Books & Periodicals is not more than 1 year.

6.	 The Projects Assets are the assets of the Govt/Third Party which are either required to be handed 
over/returned or kept after completion of the project as per the MOA between NIFT and Govt/Third 
Party. Therefore, the Rate of Depreciation for Project Assets is charged as per Assets Class.

7.	 The Other Assets consist of that type of Assets which is not covered in the above defined category of 
Assets.  Therefore, the Rate of Depreciation for Other Assets is charged as per Assets Class.

6.	 Insurance Claims

	 Insurance claim is accounted for in the books of accounts on recoverable from the Insurance co/agency and 
settlement is done on the actual basis.

         7. 	 Foreign Currency Transactions

	 Foreign exchange transactions are recorded at the rates of exchange prevailing on the date of transactions. 
Exchange differences arising on foreign exchange differences settled during the period are recognized in 
the Income and Expenditure Account. Assets acquired against foreign currency are capitalized at the time of 
transaction.

      	 Monetary current assets and monetary current liabilities that are denominated in foreign currency are 
translated at the exchange rate prevalent at the date of the Balance Sheet. The resulting difference is recorded 
in the Income and Expenditure Account.
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8. 	 Employee’s Retirement Benefits and Others Benefits

	 The provision for leave encashment and Gratuity has been made as per the actuarial valuation done by Life 
Insurance Corporation of India (LIC) and further provision as per the Govt. of India Rules has been made for 
employees on deputation which were not covered in actuarial valuation of LIC.

      	 During Financial Year 2016-17, NIFT has created/formed NIFT Employees Group Gratuity Trust for management 
of activities related to Gratuity of all NIFT Employees.

	 Group Gratuity policy and Group Leave Encashment policy for all the NIFT campuses including Head Office 
have been taken from LIC.

9. 	 Interest recoverable from employees on advances such as House Building Advance, Car Advance and Scooter 
Advance etc. is accounted in the year of recovery.

10. 	As per Office Memorandum No. NIFT /HO/F&A/2018-19 dated 12th December, 2018; any claim from students 
for security deposit which is not received within one year from the date of their leaving the Institute and after 
three years in case of others, the security deposits can be treated as income.

11.  In compliance of the observation raised by C&AG Auditors on Annual Accounts of NIFT for the FY 2020-21, 
the Assets acquired from Endowment /Earmarked fund which were earlier shown under schedule 1 “Corpus /
Capital Fund “has now been shown under schedule 7 “Current Liabilities and Provision”.

2. 	 Depreciation on asset purchased out of Government Grant is treated as Deferred Revenue Income and 
recognized in the Income & Expenditure Account every year on systematic basis over the ‘useful life ‘of the 
assets. The grant treated as revenue income for the current financial year is Rs. 2391.50 lakhs (previous year 
Rs. 2001.27 lakhs).

3.	 The provisions of Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972 are applicable on the Institute. Therefore, a Gratuity Trust 
has been created by the institute to manage the activities related to Gratuity of the employees of NIFT. A 
separate Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipt & Payment Account are being prepared 
for Gratuity Trust. During the financial year 2021-22, total Rs. 613.06 lakhs (Previous year Rs 504.04 lakhs) has 
been provided for gratuity expenses in the books of NIFT.

4.	 Leave Encashment Schemes have been purchased separately for all NIFT campuses towards payment 
of liabilities in respect of Lave encashment of Employees of Institute. An accumulated provision for leave 
encashment for Rs. 5637.07 lakhs has been made in the books of Institute for the year 2021-22 (previous year 
Rs. 4509.25 lakhs).

5.	 The interest income on investment of the earmarked/endowment fund is being credited to the related fund. 

6.	 Interest income on investment of the Government Grant is being credited to the Government Grant Account. 

7.	 All known and ascertained liabilities and all income and expenses related to the financial year ended 31st 
March, 2022 have been duly provided/accounted for in the books of accounts as per the accounting policy 
consistently followed by the Institute. 

8.	 Generally, the contribution/transfer to various earmarked funds such as DDF, CDF, and NDF etc. has been 
made directly to the earmarked fund. During the financial year 2021-22, addition to DDF fund and CDF fund 
including interest amounting to Rs 699.72 lakhs and Rs 86.26 lakhs respectively has been made in the books 
of accounts.

9.	 The Institute has capitalized grant Rs 9470.00 lakhs during the current financial year 2021-22 in comparison to 
the previous financial year 2020-21 Rs. 6867.48 lakhs out of fund provided by Central Government and State 
Government.

10.	 The figures in Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account, Receipts & Payments Account and Schedules 
have been shown in lakhs of rupees. For this purpose, the figures have been rounded off to near lakhs with 
two decimal points. In some places an adjustment (addition / deduction) of Rs.0.01 lakhs has been made to 
match / tally the figures.

11.	 Regrouping /reclassification/clubbing have been made in certain items of the current year or previous year 
whenever required i.e. current liability, current assets, loans and advances, fixed assets, provisions, expense/
income and capital fund etc.

12.	 Assets in transit Rs 74.48 lakhs (previous year Rs. 94.42 lakhs) and liabilities under the head provision for 
capital goods has been incorporated in the books of accounts on the basis of Purchase Orders placed with 
suppliers without actual receipt of goods. 

13.	 A reclassification has been made during the current year for “Laptop/Notebook”, under the head “Computer 
Peripherals” of the Fixed Assets Schedule 8, Schedule 8A, Schedule 8B, Schedule 8C and Schedule 8D.

14.	  As per as per the rule mentioned under SRS 4410 of the ICAI word “Unaudited by the C&AG” has been inserted 
in the title of the Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account, Receipt & Payment Account and Significant 
Accounting Policy and Contingent Liabilities and Notes on Accounts.  

15.	 As per letter no. 1/19/2005-NIFT (VIII) dated 31st October, 2019 from Ministry of Textiles, GOI, it has been 
instructed to await for renewal of lease deed for the time being. As regards signing of fresh MoU w.e.f 
01.05.2021 for a period of 4 year 11 Month or till one time settlement, in this connection, it has been decided 
that the matter will be referred to Ministry for further direction. The decision w.r.t. lease deed is awaited. 
Hence, provision has been created towards the ‘Rent for Building’ of Rs. 2.73 crore (for the period May 2021 
to Mar 2022 as per the previous lease deed) and ‘Supplementary bills against rate escalation’ of Rs.1.43 crore 
(from the period 15.01.2018 to 30.04.2021 as per the supplementary bills received from ITI Ltd.) during the 
financial year 2021-22. 

16.	 In 2019, the bill was passed to revoke Article 370 and subsequently the status of     Jammu and Kashmir 
changed from State to Union Territory. Assuming that the existing MOU will continue and not be impacted 
due to change of the status of the Jammu & Kashmir, the Campus has booked “Grant in Add (revenue)” 
recoverable from the state government.

17.	 With compliance to CAG audit observations regarding the treatment of expenses incurred on movable and 
non-moveable items at NIFT Temporary Campus at Rangreth Srinagar, it is worth to mentioned that items 
which are movable will be transfer to permanent campus at Ompora and will be used in future and items 
which are Non-moveable / non-transferable shall be handed over to SIDCO and will be written off with the 
approval of F&AC and BOG. This is in accordance with the decision of State Level advisory committee (SLAC) 
of NIFT Srinagar Held on 29/09/2022 under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary Jammu & Kashmir.

18.	 Grant of Rs 14.23 Crore was received by NIFT Srinagar from NIFT Head office on 05-04-2022. As per the MOT 
sanction letter vide no 1/46/2009-NIFT(pt-1)(13)(55) dated 23-03-2022, the grant has been released for the FY 
2021-22. Accordingly, the above- mentioned amount has not been reflected in the Annual Accounts 2021-22.

19.	 An amount of Rs. 10,40,850/-(75% Grant-in-aid received on 25.02.2022 from the Office of the Development 
Commissioner (Handicrafts) vide Lr. No. K-12012/4/16/2021-22/R&D/Gen, 30.12.2021 for conducting GI 
Diagnostic Study on 10 GI registered Crafts of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh State and Rs. 4,74,509/-(75% 
Grant-in-aid received on 21.02.2022 from the Office of the Development Commissioner (Handicrafts) vide 
Lr. No. K-12012/4/17/2021-22/R&D/Gen, 30.12.2021 for conducting GI Day Cum Workshop at Hyderabad 
on GI registered Craft of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh State).  Against the Funds received an amount of 
Rs.3,77,664/- spent for GI Diagnostic Study and Rs.71,552/- spent towards GI Day cum workshop.  The event 
got postponed due to covid pandemic and yet to be conducted.  The unspent amount Rs.6,63,186/- & Rs. 
4,02,987/- total Rs. 10,66,173/- are shown under Other Current Liabilities (Cluster Initiative MOT).

20.	 As per MOT Office Memorandum No. 1/7/2019-NIFT dated 01.06.2021, Rs. 183.12 Crore has been sanctioned 
for implementation of EWS quota in NIFT Admission. Out of which, Rs. 28.20 Crore and Rs. 21.80 crore have 
been received from the MOT and transferred to the NIFT Campus during the year 2021-22. 
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	 Further, as the balance fund is expected to be received from MOT, therefore, Rs. 11.09 Crore has been 
transferred by NIFT Head Office from its own surplus fund to the NIFT Jodhpur and NIFT Raebareli campus for 
the purpose of expenditure of the EWS quota.

7.	 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities & Contingent Assets: Provisions involving substantial degree of 
estimation in measurement are recognized when there is a present obligation as a result of past events and 
it is probable that there will be an outflow of resources.
