“Establishing a satellite centre at Bargarh is not feasible due to
the following limitations:-

(a) The distance between Bhubaneswar and Baragarh is 320 Km
(approx.) and the train connectivity is very limited.

(b) NIFT-Bhubaneswar has acute shortage of staff and faculty




due to which deputing / diverting them to Bargarh for extended
periods would adversely impact the classes at Bhubaneswar"
