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Question 4

The fashion and apparel industry made a lot of headlines for all the wrong reasons in the last few years
— from sweatshops in developing countries and greenwashing sustainability claims to zero-hour
contracts and burning excess inventory. Fashion businesses have faced a lot of criticism recently, but
this feedback can also work as a catalyst for brands to improve their practices and stay competitive in
the face of challenging industry problems. The fashion industry is second only to the oil industry in
terms of its pollution contributions. And when you look at the whole apparel supply chain—from raw
materials extraction to manufacturing to distribution to waste disposal—the industry accounts for 10%
of global carbon emissions. Fashion is also one of the worst offenders when it comes to human rights
abuses and the exploitation of workers, especially women and children. Many of them make less than
minimum wage and work insanely long hours. In some places, female garment workers don’t even have
access to clean sanitation and hygiene facilities. Further, the rising popularity of fast fashion has made
it easier for consumers to buy clothing and accessories that are trendy, but also cheap. But while the
clothes themselves might be inexpensive, the environmental and social cost of fast fashion is anything
but.

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Question 5

The University Grants Commission’s directive to college and university lecturers to spend a minimum
of 22 hours a week in direct teaching is the product of budgetary cutbacks rather than pedagogic
wisdom. It may seem odd, at first blush, that teachers should protest about teaching a mere 22 hours.
However, if one considers the amount of time academics require to prepare lectures of good quality as
well as the time they need to spend doing research, it is clear that most conscientious teachers work
more than 40 hours a week. In university systems around the world, lecturers rarely spend more than
12 to 15 hours in direct teaching activities a week. The average college lecturer in India does not have
any office space. If computers are available, internet connectivity is unlikely. Libraries are poorly
stocked. Now the UGC says universities must implement a complete freeze on all permanent
recruitment, abolish all posts which have been vacant for more than a year, and cut staff strength by 10
per cent. And it is in order to ensure that these cutbacks do not affect the quantum of teaching that
existing lecturers are being asked to work longer. Obviously, the quality of teaching and academic work
in general will decline. While it is true that some college teachers do not take their classes regularly,
the UGC and the Institutions concerned must find a proper way to hold them accountable. An absentee
teacher will continue to play truant even if the number of hours that the teacher is required to teach goes
up.

As per an article “Can we please ethnically cleanse ‘ethnic wear’  written by Indrajit Hazara in
Economic Times, “Ethnic” as an adjective, merely denotes belonging to an ethnicity, a population group
or subgroup sharing a common genetic descent and/or cultural background.
